Air Force Wins Silver in Men’s and Women’s at 2008 Armed Forces Marathon 
The Air Force Men won the silver medal in the 2008 Armed Forces Marathon Championship with an overall time of 10:03:07 (combined times of top four finishers).  The Armed Forces Marathon is an event run in conjunction with the 2008 Marine Corps Marathon, Washington DC, 26 October.  Although the air Force team time bettered their championship winning time of 2007 by over eleven minutes, the Navy won the Men’s gold medal with an overall team time of 9:57:04.  The Navy’s SN Corey Duquette was the first military finisher, and third overall of the 18,261 finishers, with a time of 2:24:40.  He was backed by teammates Lieutenant William Christianson (2:27:56, 3rd Armed Forces finisher and 8th overall finisher), Lieutenant Commander Timothy Fahey (2:30:12), and Lieutenant Stephen Slaby (2:34:16).  The Air Force was led by Second Lieutenant Brian Dumm’s (RAF Molesworth) at 2:26:00, fifth overall and second finisher in the 2008 Armed Forces Championship.  Other Air Force Team times included 2:30:30 for Second Lieutenant Ian McFarland (Columbus Air Force Base), 2:31:49 for Captain Jason Schlarb (Peterson Air Force Base), and 2:34:48 for Lieutenant Colonel Mark Cucuzzella (Andrew Air Force Base).  The Marine Corps finished third (10:16:44) and the Army Men’s Team finished fourth (10:40:24). 
The Air Force Women’s Team of Major Jaymee Marty (Travis Air Force Base 2:57:04, 2nd in Armed Forces and 7th overall woman finisher) and Captain Elissa Ballas (Seymour-Johnson Air Force Base, 3:01:11, fifth in Armed Forces and 16th overall), finished at 5:58:15.  This was behind the gold medal Navy’s combined total of 5:53:49 (Lieutenant Abigail Stiles 2:54:47, first for Armed Forces 4th overall for the women runners; and Lieutenant Junior Grade Aidan Van Cleef, 2:59:02, third in Armed Forces and 11th overall in the women’s category).  The Marine Corps finished third in the women’s division (6:12:45) and the Army fourth (6:27:49).

 Andrew Dumm, Brian’s brother, won the Marine Corps Marathon with a time of 2:22:44, Kenneth Dumm, the father of Andrew and Brian, finished with a respectable time of 3:19:33.
