2009 Men’s Soccer Results

The title for the 2009 Armed Forces Men’s Soccer Championship, hosted by Dyess Air Force Base, Texas, came down to the final game, as the Air Force, Navy, and the Army teams all had a chance for the gold medal heading into their final games.  The Air Force would have won the gold medal if they had won their last game, however the team lost a nail-biting 2-1 game against the Navy.  The Army then won the championship in the final game of the tournament by beating the Marine Corps 3-2.  Final standings were Army and Navy 3 wins, 2 losses, and 1 tie (gold medal determined by penalty kick tie-breaking system), Air Force 2 wins, 2 losses, and 2 ties; and the Marine Corps 1 win, 3 losses, and 2 ties.  Five Air Force players were selected to the All-Tournament Team (SSgt Janusz Jaworek, RAF Lakenheath; SSgt Patrick Nichols, Sheppard AFB; SSgt Quincey Collins, Bagnoli, Italy; Captain Christopher Schmidt, Little Rock AFB; and SrA Peter Miller, Hurlburt Field).  Based on performance and availability Collins, Miller and First Lieutenant William McGillivary (Malmstrom AFB) were selected to the combined Armed Forces Team that will represent the United States in the 2009 Continental Conseil International du Sport Militarie (CISM) Men’s Soccer Championship, 19-28 February, Dyess Air Force Base.    

Individual Games:

GAME #1 – The Army beat the Air Force 1-0, with both teams having 10 shots on goal.  The Army’s SGT Barry Batist-Swift scored the lone goal at 20:00.

GAME #2 – The Marine Corps and the Navy tied at 1-1.

GAME #3 – The Navy beat the Army 2-1

GAME #4 – The Air Force beat the Marine Corps, with SrA Peter Miller scoring all three Air Force goals.  He scored his first goal on an assist by A1C Thomas Mrozovich at 40:00, then he scored his last two goals on penalty kicks at 70:00 and 78:00 minute marks.

GAME #5 – Marine Corps over Army 3-2

GAME #6 – The Air Force beat the Navy 4-0.  Miller scored the Air Force’s first goal at the 15:00 minute mark, with an assist from Second Lieutenant Robert Wible.  Wible later scored his own goal (with an assist from Captain Dan Walsh) at the 54:00 minute mark.  Miller scored again at 59:00, with an assist from Staff Sergeant Quincy Collins.  Walsh scored the final goal at 88:00 when he booted a goal off a deflection off the Navy keeper. 

GAME #7 – Navy over the Marine Corps 1-0

GAME #8 – The Air Force and the Army tied 1-1.  The Air Force scored first when Miller hit a goal on an assist from Captain Christopher Smith at 22:00.  The Army, managing only three shots on goal, evened the score on a goal by 2LT Samir Talbi (SPC Tyler Startford assist).
GAME #9 – Air Force and Marine Corps tied 2-2.  The first score wasn’t until 68:00 when Corporal Jessie Coffey scored on a break-away for the Marine Corps.  Then the Marine Corps scored for the Air Force when HN Isael Garza scored on a pass violation at 72:00.  Collins then scored for the Air Force (75:00), but the Marine Corps tied it up at 81:00 minute mark when First Lieutenant Luke Barnes scored on a deflection from a free-kick.   

GAME #10 – Army over Navy 2-1

GAME #11 – Navy beat the Air Force 2-1.  Navy scored at 11:00 minutes on goal by ENS Robert Leahy (BUNC Joseph Coyle assist), and then went up 2-0 on an unassisted goal by AS1 Juan Juvera.  Wible scored the Air Force’s only goal at the 48:00 minute mark.

GAME #12 – The Army beat the Marine Corps to clinch the championship by a score of 3-2.
